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Anyone may use FedBizOpps to search for business opportunities.  But only

approved organizational entities may register for an FBO Account and post

documents on FedBizOpps.

A.    Approved Entities Which May Register and Post Documents

All U.S. Government agencies that are members of the Executive Branch

(Cabinet-level Departments, their sub-agencies, and Independent Agencies as

determined by the Office of Management and Budget), Legislative Branch or

Judicial Branch are eligible to become agency users and register an account

on FedBizOpps.  In most instances, such agencies will have an appropriation

made by Congress which will indicate it is a Federal entity for these

purposes.  Some entities, such as those chartered by Congress for national

purposes, may not have an appropriation but are nonetheless federal

entities, such as Government corporations and franchise fund agencies which

are legislatively created for a federal mission.

A few organizations, which may be questionable as meeting these criteria,

may, on a case by case basis, be reviewed and deemed a federal entity for

the purpose of using FBO if a compelling case can be made that the primary

purpose of the organization is to serve a federal purpose and has been

established for such purpose by vote of Congress.  Federal advisory

committees themselves are not federal entities for purposes of registering

with FBO.

B.    Entities Which May NOT Register and NOT Post Documents

Organizational entities that do not meet the criteria above to register

and post on FedBizOpps, currently include:

1.  State and local governments and regional governmental authorities in

the United States.

2.  Embassies and governmental bodies of sovereign nations outside the

United States.

3.  Nonprofit organizations.
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
